Fees

£24.00 per 4-hour session and £12.00 per 2-hour session for the rising threes.  A snack fee of £10.00 per term (average 6 weekly) is charged per child. Families eligible for EYPP and 2yr vulnerable child funding are except from this charge.
We are also registered with the Government’s Tax-Free Childcare Scheme for working parents. 
The Nursery Education Grant funding is available for all children in the funding period following their third birthday.  They must have had their third birthday before the funding period cut-off point. For the Autumn term this is before 31st August, the Spring term before 31st December and the Summer term before 31st March.
Example, if your child has a birthday between 1st September & 31st December funding will not be available until 1st January.  Please ask the Financial Manager if you are unsure.

The Nursery Education Universal Funding Grant is for a maximum of 15 hours per week to use over a minimum of 4 sessions per week, for 38 weeks of the school year. We ask you to pay for any extra time over the 15 funded universal hours, at a cost of £6.00 per hour. It is possible to collect your child early to avoid incurring extra cost. 
Our Pre-school is open for 4 hours per day except on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays when we have an extra afternoon session of 2 hours. 

Working parent entitlement of 15hrs for 2-year-olds and 30hrs for 3 – 4-year-olds is also available for those families that meet the funding criteria. Shrewton Pre-school

Our aim is to provide a safe, happy and stimulating environment where your child can learn at their own pace through play, and where they can develop physical, intellectual, emotional and social skills that will help them begin their school life with confidence.

During a Pre-school session each child will have the chance to:

They will also be: -

Quiet and loud times, messy, wet and sticky times and then help to tidy away times for more fun and games.  The children will not always have a completed work of art to take home but they will have filled their morning constructively, and had fun whilst doing this.
In our setting we follow The Development Matters for the Early Years Foundation Stage.

The Characteristics of effective learning, which guide us, are based on three areas:

1. Playing and exploring - engagement – Finding out and exploring, playing with what they know and being willing to ‘have a go’.

2. Active Learning - Motivation – Being involved and concentrating, keep trying and enjoying achieving what they set out to do.
3. Creating and thinking critically - thinking – Having their own ideas, making links and choosing ways to do things. 
Each child chooses a ‘Key person’ who will observe and keep records of their progress, planning activities to expand their learning.  These records are kept in a book called a ‘Learning Journey’; there will be photographs, examples of activities and WOW moments that make up the child’s learning experiences.  These experiences take place in the setting and at home with you.  We like to work alongside parents, as you are your child’s main educator.  We aim for each child to be treated as an individual, who learns at its own pace through play.

The areas of learning around which we plan our activities are:
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development – Where each child can:  

Learn to play and share with others beyond the family.

Learn aspects of personal, social and moral development.

Learn to value and respect themselves and others.

· Communication and Language – Where each child can:

Learn to look at and handle books correctly.

Learn that words carry meaning.

Can have time & opportunities for developing communication.

Learn to extend their vocabulary, so they can express their thoughts & emotions.

Begin to learn & recognise letters & sounds.

· Literacy – Where each child can:

Enjoy rhymes, songs and poems.
Show an interest in books and how stories are structured.
· Mathematic Development – Where each child can:

Learn & use mathematical language, such as big, or small, during play & daily routines.

Recognise, recreate and make patterns whilst playing or mark making.

Compare objects by matching and sorting by shape, colour & size.

Develop mathematical understanding through early experiences, including songs, games and imaginative play.
Recite numbers in order.
· Understanding the World – Where each child can:

Learn to respect and value all people and all cultures.

Explore their environment and show curiosity & interest in a range of activities both indoors and out.

Use a wide range of equipment including ICT resources like cameras, tape recorders, computers and programmable toys.

Show curiosity, ask questions, talk to others and describe their experiences about what they see, hear or feel.

· Physical Development – Where each child can: 

Use resources that are sufficiently challenging and interesting and that can be used for a variety of ways, or to support specific skills.

Increase their confidence to take manageable risks in play.

Begin to understand about personal hygiene, healthy eating and the benefits of exercise.

· Expressive Arts and Design – Where each child can:

Begin to explore colour, texture and shape in 2D and 3D, using a wide range of different tools and resources.

Respond to what they see, hear, smell, touch and taste.

Express their imagination through art, role-play, music and stories.

Development Matters in the Early Years Foundation Stage is set out by:  Department for Education.

Daily Routines
(Times are approximate and may vary)

Daily routines are used to help the children to build up their confidence and to gain self-esteem.  It also encourages the children to be independent and ready for their move to school.

Morning Session
09.00 The children enter Pre-school and the staff welcome the children and encourage them to hang up their coats, put away lunch boxes and find their name cards for self registration.  The children then go straight into free play.  All parents are welcome to come in and help their child, especially parents of new children.

10.15 Children are encouraged to tidy up their activities and practitioners help to put the toys away into boxes. When this is done, they go to the book corner for registration.
10.20 Register time, and then the children visit the toilet and wash hands ready for snack and drink time.
10.30 Snack time, we encourage healthy choices such as cheese and grapes, carrot sticks and cucumber etc. 
10.35 Free-play time, where the children can participate in activities of their own choice or adult-led activities such as board games.

11.45 All children get together for a story before lunch.

12.00 Visit to toilet, wash hands and sit at table in small groups with an adult for lunch.  Children are encouraged to eat a healthy lunch, always starting with sandwiches and or savoury items before eating sweet items.

12.45 Nursery rhymes and songs.
13.00 Home time, parents and carers collect children.

Afternoon Session

13.10 Register time.
13.20 Free-play.
14.20 Children visit the toilet and wash hands ready for snack and drink time.

14.30 Free-play and adult led activities.
14.50 Children are encouraged to tidy up their activities and practitioners help to put the toys away into boxes.
14.55 Story time.

15.00 Home time.
Frequently Asked Questions

Is it necessary to register a child at Pre-school?
Yes, you need to fill out an application form, then the Pre-school will place their name on the waiting list.  You can register your child at any time but by their 2nd birthday is a good guideline.  The Pre-school Manager will then get in touch with you the term before your child is due to start.

Can we visit the group before we make a decision?
We recommend that you come and have a look round.  You can then take the opportunity to ask as many questions as you like, no question is too small!  It is important that you feel the setting is right for your child.

What happens if we want our child to join the Pre-school group?
We recommend at least two visits with a parent/carer to settle each child into a new group.  Each child is an individual and we understand some children need longer than others.  Visits can be short, perhaps an hour or a little longer. This is your choice.

When can my child start Pre-school?
Children can start the term before their third birthday, the earliest would be when a child is 2 years & 6 months. Universal funding is not available until a child has had their 3rd birthday, but parents can apply directly to Wiltshire Council if they wish.
We have 2 places available for children referred to us by the local Children’s Centres for Funded 2-year-olds.

Our Pre-school has six intake dates a year, two in the Autumn, two in the Spring and two in the Summer.  It is up to you if you would rather wait for them to start at a later date.  Although there are 6 intake dates, *NEG funding is available three times a year, Autumn (31st August), Spring (31st December) & Summer (31st March).

Will they have to come every day?
No, we recommend that most children should start a maximum of two sessions per week.  This will progress to four or five sessions when they are getting ready to start main-stream school.  The number of sessions can also depend on their age or if they have attended a setting before.  The decision is yours as you know your child best.

When you have made a decision about starting Pre-school, we will make an appointment for you to come in and fill out the entry profile forms.  This will give us the information we need, to know your child better.  We can also talk about any concerns you may have about your child’s well-being, about their likes and dislikes.  Your child can also have time to play and get to know some of the staff and children in the setting.

Your child is important!  No question is too small; we are there to help. 

Pre-School Staff and Qualifications

Jane has been involved with Pre-school since 1997 firstly as a parent. She joined the committee and ended up being Pre-school chairperson for several years.  After giving that up and applying for a position as a member of staff, she started to train with us as a Pre-school Practitioner.  She has two children who both attended Shrewton Pre-school.  She has completed her N.V.Q. 2 and 3 qualifications in Childcare, Learning and Development, and completed the Foundation Degree in Early Childhood Studies.  Jane took on the role as Manager in September 2011. Jane is the Designated Safeguarding Lead, and SENCo.

Catherine has been involved with Pre-school since 2004 when her youngest daughter attended Pre-school. Catherine has previously been the Pre-school SENCo and since September 2021 is now a paid member of staff who deals with administration as our Financial Manager. Catherine has had a long career in education and has a BA Hons Degree in Early Years Care and Education.
Fran started out as a relief practitioner in September 2015 and joined us as a permanent member of staff in November 2016. Fran has taken on the role as Deputy Manager from April 2016.  Fran has had a long career in education and has an MEd in Education.

Amy used to attend Shrewton Pre-school as a little girl and has recently moved back to the village.  Amy joined us in September 2020 as a member of staff. She has completed her Level 3 Early Years Educator, and is the Deputy Designated Safeguarding Lead.
Bethany has had experience in several nurseries, across the Early Years age range. She has previously attended pre-school herself and is now a mum to a rising 3 yr. old. She has completed a Level 2 qualification.

Gillian has had a long career in Early Years starting in 2002, including working as a Learning Support Assistant, SENCo and Sure Start Children’s Centre Manager. Gillian has a BA Hons Degree in Early Years and Childcare; she joined us in March 2024 as a bank staff practitioner.
Students We regularly have students working with us, some from schools on work experience and some from college who are completing their Childcare courses.  All students have police checks where necessary and are monitored by the Manager and Deputy at all times.

All staff members have DBS enhanced Police Checks before they are allowed to have any connection with the children.  The ratio of adults to children in our setting is a minimum of 1 to 6.  All our practitioners are Paediatric First Aid trained, have attended Safeguarding courses and completed Level 2 Food Safety for child carers.
